According to FEMA
maps, a small portion of the site is within a 100-year flood hazard area. However, consistent
with the SB 35 Guidelines, the project will demonstrate that it will be able to meet the mini-
mum flood plain management criteria of the National Flood Insurance Program pursuant to par
59 (commencing with Section 59.1) and Par 60 (commencing with Section 60.1) of Subchapter B
of Chapter 1 of Title 44 of the Code of Federal Regulations.

FEMA - Letter of Map Revision (LOMR) Determination Document Case No. 11-09-3187P

As indicated above, the proposed development site includes a portion of the property adjacent
to the Lockheed Drain Channel, on the south side, subject to inundation by the 1 percent annu-
al channel flood of 100-year storm frequency. As depicted on the Federal Emergency Manage-
ment Agency (FEMA), Firm Panel No. 06037C1345F, effective September 26, 2008, of the com-
munity of City of Burbank, Los Angeles County, California.

FEMA issued a LOMR determination document reflecting the modifications made by the LOMR
Report to the previously City Firm Panel.

A Base Flood Elevation (BFE) of 657.50 feet, at the 1% annual chance of flooding, was estab-
lished in the west rear corner of the property. The BFE of 657.50 feet was determined based on
position between cross-sections H and | as included in the LOMR Determination document
effective June 18, 2012.

The Proposed 3000 W. Empire Avenue will mitigate the BFE of 657.50 feet and protect the
proposed building finish floor (FF) elevation by adding an additional 1.00 foot of concrete wall
on top of the existing retaining wall located on the rear of the property and adjacent (3.50
separation in between) to the existing northerly wall of the concrete Lockheed Drain Channel.
The proposed building FF elevation will be 657.77 feet. LDC will prepare and provide to City of
Burbank an Elevation Certificate (FEMA Form 086-0-033) signed by a Registered Civil Engineer
in the State of California as required by the U.S. Department of Homeland Security, FEMA, and
the National Flood Insurance Program.

3000 W. Empire Avenue

ABS Burbank, LLC (“Applicant”) proposes the construction of a 100 percent Affordable Housing
project located at 3000 W. Empire Avenue (“Site”) in the City of Burbank (“City”). The Site is
comprised of one parcel with a net lot area of 85,922 square feet that is developed with a one-
story commercial building used for jewelry manufacturing. The Applicant proposes to demolish
the existing building and construct a seven-story building with 340 affordable housing units
utilizing State Density Bonus law and Senate Bill 35.

In 2019, pursuant to Assembly Bill (AB) 1763, the legislature amended the Density Bonus Law
to create a new set of incentives for 100 percent affordable housing projects. In particular, these
incentives apply to projects that provide 100 percent of the total units (exclusive of managers’
units) for lower income households, except that up to 20% of the total units in the development
may be for moderate-income households. AB1763 permits unlimited density for 100 percent
affordable housing project that are located within 2 mile of a Major Transit Stop. In addition to
the density bonus, 100% affordable housing projects are also eligible for up to four development
incentives or concessions, and automatically receive a height increase of up to three additional
stories, or 33 feet.

Public Resources Code Section 21064.3 defines Major Transit Stop as a site containing a rail or
bus rapid station or the intersection of two or more major bus routes with a frequency of service
interval of 15 minutes or less during the moming and afternoon peak headway periods. State
Density Bonus law further provides that located within 2 of a Major Transit Stop “means that
any point on a proposed development, for which an applicant seeks a density bonus, other
incentives or concessions, waivers or reductions of development standards, or a vehicular parking
ratio pursuant to this section, is within one-half mile of any point on the property on which a
major transit stop is located, including any parking lot owned by the transit authority or other
local agency operating the major transit stop.”

The Site is located just east of the Burbank Airport which is the only airport in the region with a
direct rail-to-terminal connection, via the Regional Intermodal Transportation Center which was
built (“RITC”). As shown on the below aerial, the Site is located approximately 0.32 miles from a
pedestrian entrance to the RITC located at the northwest comer of Empire Avenue and North
Hollywood Way. The RITC serves multiple modes, including public parking, a consolidated
rental car facility, regional bus service and bicycles, airport access, as well as commuter rail at the
Metrolink Ventura line station accessed from the RITC via a pedestrian crossing across Empire
Avenue.
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In addition, Metrolink patrons are permitted to park in Airport Lot C located along
Thomnton Avenue which is approximately 0.27 miles northwest of the Site within the % mile
distance. A shuttle service takes Metrolink riders from Lot C to the RITC and Metrolink station.
