
Public Notice 
Proposed cut and fill work of a 
sloped grade portion in the rear 
yard of an existing single-family 
residential property for the 
construction of a future detached 
accessory dwelling unit (ADU) at 
1258 East Elmwood Avenue.  
 
What is this? 
This notice is to let you know the City of Burbank Community Development Director will 
make a decision to approve or deny an application for a Hillside Development Permit 
(HDP). The Project involves a proposed cut and fill work of a sloped grade portion in 
the rear yard of an existing single-family residential property for the construction of a 
future detached accessory dwelling unit (ADU). The new ADU is a separate ministerial 
review and is not subject to the City’s HDP requirement in accordance with State law 
and City’s Zoning Code.  The subject property is located in the R-1 (Single-Family 
Residential) zone within the designated hillside area. This project has been determined 
to be exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) under Guidelines 
Section 15303(a) (New Construction or Conversion of Small Structures) for the 
construction of a new accessory dwelling unit.  
Why am I getting this? 
You are getting this notice because the proposed project is located near where you live 
or own property. This notice was mailed to all residents and property owners within 300 
feet of the project to solicit input prior to the final decision. Because you have the right 
to appeal the decision of the Director to the Planning Board, whether the project is 
approved or denied, we wanted you to know about options for participating:  call or write 
to tell us what you think about the project, and/or appeal the Director’s decision.  
 
The Community Development Director will make a decision to approve or deny this 
project on April 5, 2021. You may provide input prior to this decision. You also have a 
right to appeal the decision within 15 days of the date the decision is made (any appeal 
must be filed with the applicable appeal fee no later than 5:00 p.m. on April 20, 2021).
