2.2 OBJECTIVE

The objective of this limited subsurface investigation is to determine absence or presence of petroleum 
hydrocarbons and fuel volatile organic compounds (VOCs) associated with a former gas station that used 
to occupy the Property.  

ENCON’s investigation included contacting Underground Service Alert (USA) prior to drilling, private utility 
clearance (conducted by Pacific Utility Locators) and advancing nine soil borings down to a maximum 
depth of approximately 20 feet below ground surface (bgs) in the areas of former gas station and by the 
current clarifiers for the car wash. 

2.3 SCOPE OF WORK

To accomplish the aforementioned objective, ENCON performed the following tasks: 

Pre-Field Activities:   
ENCON performed a Site Visit to verify existing conditions and pre-mark boring locations and notified 
Underground Service Alert (USA) on January 23rd, 2015 of the intent to excavate or drill so that 
subsurface utilities would be marked to avoid potential damage. Also, ENCON contracted Pacific Coast 
Locators (PCL) to conduct a geophysical survey to clear utility lines and search for any subsurface 
anomalies on January 27th, 2015. Additionally, a Site-specific Health and Safety Plan (Level D Health & 
Safety according to OSHA CFR 1910.120), Boring Plan, and Work-Schedule were prepared and ENCON 
notified the Property Owner of the proposed work schedule. 
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Field Investigation:
ENCON executed the following activities during the onsite site investigation conducted on January 27th,
2015: 

� Advanced nine (9) soil borings (SB-1 through SB-9) to a maximum target depth of 20 feet bgs in 
the areas of former fuel USTs, dispensers and current clarifiers for the car wash facility. (Refer to 
Figure 2 Site Boring Location Map) 

� Collected soil samples beginning at 10-feet bgs in all borehole locations. 

� Recorded pertinent information such as soil lithology, physical condition of the collected soil 
samples, moisture contents, visual and olfactory description of the collected soil samples, and the 
time when each sample was collected on appropriate boring log forms. 

� Submitted selected soil samples for laboratory chemical analysis of VOCs (volatile organic 
compounds), TPH-GROs (total petroleum hydrocarbons as gasoline range organics), TPH-DROs 
(total petroleum hydrocarbons as diesel range organics), BTEX (benzene, toluene, ethylbenzene, 
and total xylenes), MTBE (methyl tertiary butyl ether) via EPA Method 8015B and EPA Method 
8260B. 

All samples were submitted to a State of California Certified Laboratory using Chain of Custody Protocols, 
for a regular turnaround. 

Data Evaluation and Reporting:   
ENCON evaluated the current and historical data, prepared summary tables, maps and other pertinent 
data summary figures, documented the methods used, and combined the findings into this limited 
subsurface investigation report.  

Boring locations are shown on Figure 2 Site Boring Location Map.   

All borings SB-1 through SB-9 were advanced using a truck-mounted GeoProbe� 6600 rig operated by a 
California C-57 licensed drilling contractor, Interphase Environmental.    
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3.0 SUBJECT PROPERTY CHARACTERISTICS

3.1 SITE DESCRIPTION

The Property is located at 3700 West Riverside Drive, Burbank, CA 91505.  It is an automated carwash 
operation that is located on a rectangular parcel, at the south side of West Riverside Drive between North 
Screenland Drive and North Hollywood Way.  

The site is occupied by two buildings, a garage building that has been converted into an office and 
storage area along the western boundary of the site and a carwash building with carwash tunnel along 
the southern half of the site.  Entry to the carwash is via a driveway along North Hollywood Way along the 
eastern boundary. The remainder of the property is a paved lot that is used for drying and detailing 
vehicles. 

3.2 BACKGROUND HISTORY

The Property was developed with a residential dwelling and detached garage along the western boundary 
in 1938. By the 1940s a gas station was developed along the northeast portion of the site. The site 
remained unchanged until 1956 when the gas station was replaced with the current building, the Lakeside 
Carwash; Lakeside Carwash continued to offer gasoline fueling via multiple underground storage tanks 
(USTs) that were located at the northeast corner and western portion of the site.  The property remained 
generally unchanged until the 1990s when the residential dwelling along the western boundary was 
removed.  By 1999, the fueling system was removed from the site and the site has remained unchanged. 

3.3 GEOLOGY & LOCAL HYDROGEOLOGY

The Property's physical location was researched employing a United States Geological Survey (USGS) 
7.5 Minute Topographic Quadrangle (Quad) Map relevant to the subject property. The USGS 7.5 Minute 
Quad Map has an approximate scale of 1 inch to 2,000 feet, and may show physical features with 
environmental significance such as wetlands, water bodies, roadways, mines, and buildings. The 
elevation of the property is 528 feet above mean sea level. The area is mostly flat with a slight downward 
slope to the south.    

Soil in the site vicinity consists of Recent alluvium and lacustrine sediments deposited by the Los Angeles 
River, which are underlain by Tertiary sedimentary and volcanic rocks that crop out in the nearby mountains. 
Within the alluvium occurs the San Fernando Main Aquifer. Assessment activities for nearby facilities 
revealed that the alluvium beneath the site consists of silty sand and sandy silt from the surface to 
approximately 23 feet below ground surface (bgs); silty sand and gravelly sand from 23 to 49 feet bgs; clay 
and silt from 50 to 55 feet bgs; and gravelly sand and silty sand from 55 to 65 feet bgs.  

The site is located within the Bull Canyon Hydrologic Subarea of the San Fernando Groundwater Basin of 
the Los Angeles/San Gabriel Hydrologic Unit. During a First Quarter 2009 Groundwater Monitoring event 
on March 17, 2009 for an Exxon Mobil gas station located at 10570 West Riverside Drive (approximately 
1.15 miles west), the depth to groundwater was found to be approximately 48.45-71.74 feet bgs. 

While groundwater flow direction at the Property cannot be confirmed without survey measurement of 
static groundwater level at triangulated points, it is expected to flow in the direction of surface 
topographical contour, or toward the wetland or nearest water body or discharge basin (percolation 
channel). 

It is important to note that groundwater flow direction can be influenced locally and regionally by the 
presence of local wetland features, surface topography, recharge and discharge areas, horizontal and 
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vertical inconsistencies in the types and location of subsurface soils, and proximity to water pumping 
wells. Depth and gradient of the water table can change seasonally in response to variation in 
precipitation and recharge, and over time, in response to urban development such as storm water 
controls, impervious surfaces, pumping wells, cleanup activities, dewatering, seawater intrusion barrier 
projects near the coast, and other factors.
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4.0 FIELD INVESTIGATION

4.1 FIELD INVESTIGATION

ENCON’s investigation included contacting Underground Service Alert (USA) prior to drilling, private utility 
clearance (conducted by Pacific Utility Locators), and advancing nine soil borings down to a maximum 
depth of approximately 20 feet below ground surface (bgs) in the areas of potential environmental risk. 
ENCON’s borings were advanced around the former fuel USTs, fuel dispensers and current clarifiers for 
the current car wash. 

To accomplish the stated objectives, ENCON performed the following field investigation activities: 

� Advanced nine (9) soil borings (SB-1 though SB-9) to a maximum target depth of 20 feet bgs 
(Please refer to Figure 2 Site Boring Location Map).

� Preserved all collected soil samples in an ice chest with ice to keep a 4 degrees Centigrade 
sample preservation temperature until the shipment of samples the following day to a California 
State Certified Hazardous Waste Laboratory, for analysis. U.S. Environmental Protection Agency 
approved chain-of-custody records were kept to track the possession of samples from the time they 
were taken in the field until the time they were analyzed.   

� Logged each soil boring using the Unified Soils Classification System under the supervision of 
ENCON’s Project Geologist.  Soil borings are included in Appendix B. 

� Backfilled each boring with hydrated bentonite chips and returned the surface conditions to their 
original condition (asphalt/concrete) upon completion of soil sampling.   

4.2 METHODOLOGY

January 23rd, 2015
Prior to advancing the borings, the property owner was notified of the work schedule. ENCON visited the 
Property to verify existing site conditions and pre-mark proposed boring locations. Additionally, ENCON 
notified Underground Service Alert (USA) of the intent to excavate or drill so that subsurface utilities 
would be marked to avoid potential damage.  

January 27th, 2015
Pacific Coast Locators (PCL) conducted a geophysical survey to search for any subsurface anomalies 
and to clear utility lines and proposed boring locations beginning at 6:00 AM.  

Interphase Environmental operated a truck-mounted GeoProbe� 6600 push rig and collected soil 
samples from the subsurface from all nine boring locations beginning at 7:00 AM. A Site-specific Health 
and Safety plan was prepared and a field safety meeting was held among field personnel and drilling 
crew prior to the start of drilling.  

All boreholes were initially penetrated using a punch bit driven by direct-push drill rig. Direct-push drilling 
rig was then mobilized to advance boring at each borehole location. Soil samples were collected using a 
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2-foot long by 1.5-inch diameter sampler with a 2-foot long acetate liner and sampling point. The sampler 
was then advanced by the direct-push drill rig using 4-foot long by 1.25-inch diameter hollow rods with the 
inner rods in place. At approximately 1 foot above the desired sampling depth, an inner rod was removed 
and the sampler was advanced to the desired sampling depth to allow undisturbed soil to enter the 
sampling liner. The sampler was retrieved from the subsurface and the soil-filled liner is removed. 

Each acetate liner was cut using a 1-inch diameter polyvinyl chloride (PVC) pipe-cutter. The lower half of 
the liner was capped on both ends with Teflon block and plastic caps. The capped liners were labeled for 
identification and immediately placed in an iced cooler. The soil in the upper half of the cut acetate liner 
was visually inspected for discoloration, monitored for odors, classified in accordance with the Unified Soil 
Classification System, placed in a sealable plastic bag, and field-screened with a photoionization detector 
(PID). ENCON's field technician monitored if soil samples exhibited any odor, discoloration, and/or PID 
readings suggesting the presence of elevated volatile organics concentrations.  

ENCON prepared field boring log showing information regarding PID readings, soil description and visual 
and olfactory signs of soil samples collected during the investigation. 

This investigation did not include EPA Method 5035 EnCore Sampling Protocol, thus collected samples 
from the lower half of the liner were neither contained using a disposable plastic syringe nor retained in 
sodium bisulfate-preserved volatile organics analysis vials (VOAs) in accordance with EPA Method 5035 
sampling protocol.

Soil samples were collected with the Geoprobe Large Bore Sampler that measures 2 feet by 1.5 inches 
capable of recovering discrete samples that measures up to 320 mL in volume contained inside 
removable liners from specified locations. The liner is a thin-walled tube that fits inside the bore sample 
tube and facilitates retrieval of the sample. No headspace was present in the tube after each sample was 
collected. Both ends of the soil samples in the tubes were  immediately covered with Teflon rounds, capped 
with polyethylene lids, and packed in the ice chest (with ice for maintaining 4 degrees Centigrade 
preservation temperature) to minimize potential volatilization prior to delivery to the laboratory.   

The collected samples were labeled with the boring number, the sample number (the samples were 
numbered sequentially with increasing depth from the top for each boring), and the sampling depth. Care was 
taken throughout to avoid contamination of both the inside and the outside of the sample container and its 
contents.   

All collected soil samples were preserved in ice chest with ice to keep 4 degrees Centigrade sample 
preservation temperature until the shipment of samples on the same day of sample collection to a State 
Certified Hazardous Waste Laboratory, American Scientific Laboratories, for analysis. U.S. Environmental 
Protection Agency approved chain-of-custody records were kept to track the possession of samples from the 
time they were taken in the field until the time they were analyzed.   

4.3 LABORATORY ANALYSIS

All soil samples were dropped off at Asset Laboratories (AL) for chemical analysis. AL is a State of 
California Certified laboratory. The person collecting the soil samples initiated Chain-of-Custody 
documentation.  

Selected soil samples were analyzed as follows: 

� Selected soil samples were analyzed for TPH-GROs (total petroleum hydrocarbons as gasoline 
range organics), BTEX (benzene, toluene, ethylbenzene, and total xylenes), fuel oxygenates, and 
full VOCs via EPA Method 8021B/8260B. 

� Selected soil samples were analyzed for TPH-DROs/OROs (total petroleum hydrocarbons as 
diesel range and oil range organics) via EPA Method 8015B. 
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� Analyses of samples were determined by the location of the borings and suspected contaminants 
of concern in particular areas of concern. See table in section 4.1 of this Report.  

� The Laboratory Analysis Report of the soil samples is included in Appendix C. 
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5.0 FINDINGS AND RESULTS

5.1 SUBSURFACE CONDITIONS

� Collected soil samples consisted of brown silty sand and sandy silt that were encountered at 
approximate depths of 10 through 20 feet bgs. 

� Groundwater was not encountered during drilling. Depth to groundwater in the vicinity of the Property 
is expected to be deeper than 48’ bgs (see Section 3.3 of this Report). 

5.2 ANALYTICAL RESULTS OF SOIL SAMPLES

The results of ENCON’s subsurface investigation are summarized as follows: 

� None of the analyzed soil samples had detectable concentrations of TPH-GROs, TPH-
DROs/OROs, and VOCs above practical laboratory reporting limits. 

� RCRA Metals were detected at SB-6-10’ and SB-7-10’ but below regulatory screening levels 
in the soil samples analyzed (see below).

5.4 GEOPHYSICAL SURVEY

The Geophysical Survey Systems SIR 3000 Utility Scan Ground Penetrating Radar (GPR) system, 
RD4000 Electro-Magnetic Transmitter & Receiver and Schonstedt GA-52Cx Magnetometer were used to 
survey the areas of concern on-site, as applicable, to locate the presence of Underground Storage Tanks 
and other buried features on-site and to locate any utility conflicts near 9 proposed soil boring locations 
on-site.  

The GPR survey scan sends a dielectric signal into the earth, which registers with the density of the soil 
that it is penetrating. Any other material of varied density will either speed up the signal creating an 
inverted hyperbola or slow it down leaving a hyperbola trail. This is similar to a rock in a creek. The water 
bends around the rock leaving a tail wake. The GPR signal is not bending however; it is sending back a 
continuous signal of the curvature of the anomaly it encounters.  

The RD4000 Electro-Magnetic Transmitter & Receiver has Inductive & Conductive capability to locate 
buried conductive underground utilities, such as copper, steel and galvanized metal water pipes, electrical 
lines, power lines, tele-communication lines, metal and steel gas lines, and metal and steel pipelines. The 
RD4000 features include multiple active frequencies to delineate actively the depth and location of the 
target utility or pipe. The RD4000 receiver has a peak and null gain feature that pinpoints the target utility 
or pipe in congested areas. The audible signal to noise feature makes it easy for the locating technician to 
determine accurately the location of a directly connected utility or pipe by sound.  
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The Schonstedt GA-52Cx Magnetic Locator detects iron and steel objects underground, such as USTs, 
buried oil wells and buried metal monitoring well lids. The Schonstedt GA-52Cx Magnetometer provides 
audio detection signals with frequencies that vary with gradient field intensity. The signals peak in 
frequency when the locator’s tip is held directly over the target.  

PCL's technician performed a Subsurface Utility & UST Investigation using Ground Penetrating Radar 
and Electro-Magnetic locating equipment to determine the absence or presence of possible USTs or 
other buried features in the areas of concern on-site. PCL's technician also cleared & marked-out any 
utility conflicts near 9 proposed soil boring locations on-site.  

PCL performed a Subsurface Utility Investigation using a Geophysical Survey Systems SIR 3000 Utility 
Scan Ground Penetrating Radar (GPR) system, RD4000 Electro-Magnetic Transmitter & Receiver and 
Schonstedt GA-52Cx Magnetomer but did not identify any USTs or subsurface anomalies related to the 
former fueling operation in the areas of investigated.   
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6.0 RECOMMENDATIONS AND OPINIONS

Detectable concentrations of RCRA metals were identified at SB-6-10’ and SB-7-10’, but below regulatory 
screening levels and below soil screening levels established by the Environmental Protection Agency 
(EPA) specifically the USEPA 2001 Supplemental Guidance for Developing Soil Screening Levels for 
Superfund Site, and USEP, 2004 Region IX Preliminary Remediation Goal (PRG). 

Detectable concentrations of TPH-GROs, TPH-DROs, TPH-OROs, BTEX, and MTBE were not identified 
above practical laboratory reporting limits for all soil samples analyzed at the testing laboratory. 

Based on the results and findings presented in this report, ENCON recommends no further investigation 
at this time, since there is no evidence of significant soil contamination with petroleum hydrocarbon and 
fuel VOCs in the areas investigated.
