With all the different transportation
services the City now operates, the City
will be committed to evaluating these
services and looking at ways to provide
the most effective and cost-efficient
services to its residents over the next
decade. Electric shuttles, as the one
shown here, now serve the City’s Media
District and carry over 700 riders each
week day from the Regional Intermodal
Transportation Center (RITC) to business
sites throughout the Media District. On
the environmental front, known as zero-
emission vehicles, these shuttles are
contributing to the reduction of both air
and noise pollution, removing up to 2,857
pounds of pollution annually.
